Friends of GW GWorld Card Program

Mount Vernon Campus Neighbors who live in the approved 
geographical areas may apply for a Friends of GW GWorld
Card through the online portal.

Community members will receive a secured link from the GWorld
Office to upload their photo and ID as proof of residence. Verification 
for eligibility is a D.C.-issued Drivers License or Non-Driver 
ID Card or a utility (electric, gas, water, cable) bill, no more than 
1 month old.

Following application approval, individuals can go to the GWorld
Card office located on the Ground Floor of the University Student 
Center (800 21st St NW, G05) to pay for and pickup their Friends of 
GW GWorld Card.

Community members must bring a state-issued ID for 
verification at the time of the card pick-up.
